Dear parishioners, 

On Friday is the great Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary. It is a holy day of obligation which 

means for the love of God and Our Blessed Lady, all Catholics have to attend mass on this day.  

On this Feast, the church celebrates the glorious and happy departure of the Blessed Virgin from this world into 

heaven, to receive the crown of glory as Queen of Angels and Queen of all Saints. This was granted to her by 

Almighty God:  Mary was raised by God soon after her death and assumed to glory as a singular privilege before 

the general resurrection of the dead which we all affirm in our creed. The Assumption is the greatest of Mary’s 

festivals and a major holiday throughout Catholic Europe. The Feast is the crowning of all the virtues of Mary’s 

whole life, and on this day we join with all the angels and saints and praise and thank God for the glory with 

which he has crowned our blessed mother. There are four celebrations of the mass on this day in the parish: 9.30 

and 6.00 p.m. at St Ethelbert’s and 12.00 noon and 7.00 p.m. at St Augustine’s.  

On this great feast, we can offer up the losses and humiliations of life as we turn to the Blessed Virgin Mary 

assumed into Heaven to elevate our minds to God and give us hope of Heaven to come.  Offer it up! The sufferings 

of our lives lived in love of Mary shown through obedience to God through her Son Jesus, is our path to heaven 

as it was hers; this, the Blessed Virgin Mary’s whole life and Assumption into Heaven, shows us. 

Please note that with priests away, there are some weekdays in August with only one mass in the parish rather 

than the usual two, but I have tried to distribute these losses evenly between the two churches.
